This case involves a Petition filed by Governor Darrell Flyingman on October 22, 2007, asking
this Court to grant a Writ of Mandamus ordering Trial Court Judge Charles Tripp to allow Governor
Flyingman to intervene in Case No, CNA-CIV-07-45. The Governot’s mandamus petition asks us
further to direct Judge Tripp to order various parties and/or entities before him in that case 1o
conform their conduct to this Court’s Interim Order of October 10, 2007 m Jn re Executive
Authority, No. CNA-8C-(7-02, slip op. at 8-16 (Cheyenne & Arapabo 8.Ct., Oct. 10, 2007), and to
controlling principles of Cheyenne and Arapaho constitutional (and other) election law.

Because the issues presented in this case materially overiap with those discussed (and to some
degree resolved) in portions of our October 10, 2007 Order in Case No. CNA-SC-07-02, Case No.,
CNA-SC-07-15 i CONSOLIDATED with Case No. CNA-SC-07-02 pending further Order of this
Court. We today issuea companion Interim Order in the consolidated CNA-SC-07-15/CNA-SC-07-
{2 cases.

Patrick Spottedwolf, the original Plaintiff in No. CNA-CIV-07-45, has not appeaied to or
otherwise sought relief from this Court. In the event he believes that his mterests bave in any way
been prejudiced by this Order, its companion Order, or by Governor Flyingman’s mterventionin Case
No. CNA-CIV-07-45 and/or what is now No. CNA-SC-07-15, we invite him to SHOW CAUSE no
later than 4:00 p.m. on Monday, October 29, 2007 as to how his nterests may potentially be
compromised thercby.

In the event Mr. Spottedwolf does so, we will issue a subsequent responsive Order. In the
event he does not do so, we will align him as a Plaintiff/ Appellant in Case No. CNA-8C-07-15, and
allow him to fully participate herein.

The Clerk of this Court shall file this Order instanter, and provide prompt notice of #t to all
parties to Case No. CNA-CIV-07-45 and their attorneys (ifany); to Intervenor Darrell Fiyingman and
his attorney; to all parties to Case No. CNA-CIV-07-68 (consolidated by the Trial Court with Case
No. CNA-CIV-07-45 for purposes of its October 10 Order) and their attomneys (if any); to all
Legislators, whether or not parties to those cases; to Rachel N, Lynn, Tribal Council Coordinatos;
to Gelila Johnson, Superintendent, Bureau of Indian Affairs; and to Dan Deerinwater, Regional
Director, Bureau of Indian Affairs.
